DARWIN, DIVINITY, AND THE DANCE OF THE COSMOS by Br uce Sanguin

Sanguin encourages readers to rediscover awe – an attitude very much absent
from the modern mindset. Central to this recovery of awe is the new Great Story,
the 14-billion-year history of the cosmos. Into this Great Story, first told by
Thomas Berry and by mathematical physicist and cosmologist Brian Swimme,
Sanguin reintroduces the presence of Spirit. This has very practical implications
for the mission of the church. As Sanguin writes, “The church must be at the
forefront of shifting human consciousness away from an ethic of domination for
economic gain and toward a spirituality of awe.”

Darwin, Divinity, and the Dance of the Cosmos – and more importantly the work
of integration it suggests – represents a fundamental challenge to our theological
and liturgical models. For those ready and willing to embark on an exciting
theological journey of discovery, it also represents a rich opportunity to become
reacquainted with the Spirit of God moving in and through the very dynamics of
an unfolding universe.
